Arrival of the group to Lisbon International Airport. 

Meet and Greet by official guide assistance and transfer for the following visit:

Pick up the group at Lisbon Airport by a deluxe bus and our English speaking guide. We will start tour in Belém quarter, the monu-
mental section of Lisbon, including a visit to the Tower of Belém (exterior), the Monument to the Discoveries (exterior), and the 
impressive Monastery of Jerónimos (Church and cloisters). All these monuments represent the “Golden Age” of the Portuguese 
Maritime Discoveries, which began in the 15th century.We then suggest a stop in one of the most famous pastry houses in Lisbon 
to try the famous “pastel de Belem” a delicious custard cream tart. 

Proceed to the hotel and check in.

Dinner as follows:

RESTAURANT LEÃO D´OURO or Similar
The Restaurant Leão D’Ouro in the heart of Lisbon’s downtown area, located between the shopping district (Chiado and Baixa) 
and the entertainment and nightlife (Bairro Alto), has a long tradition, having neighbourhood. Been founded in the year 1842, 
shortly after its foundation it became a meeting point for artists and intellectuals within became known as the “Grupo do Leão” 
(The Lion Group) and perpetuated in a well known painting named after the group it was painted by Columbano, a famous and 
innovative Portuguese artist, representative of this generation. This typical Portuguese restaurant offers you excellent typical food 
in a room beautifully decorated with the blue and white glazed tiles.

Please be so kind to note that it is Sunday and most of the restaurants are closed.



Day 2. (B &  D)
Sintra jeep safari  (1/2 day) – NOT self drive

Breakfast at the hotel

Leaving the paved roads and suffocating comfort of civilization behind, we set off, in duly equipped jeeps, to discover the most 
hidden-away places the Sintra hills have to offer.  In the hands of skilled drivers, we shall experience all the thrills of “off-road” 
driving, plunging through mud and water, penetrating the luxuriant vegetation of Sintra’s parks and reserves, or enjoying magnifi-
cent views from its hilltops.  We shall learn something about its hinterland, convents, and country villages, far from city stress, on 
this fun-filled trip. 

We start off from S. Pedro de Sintra.  The historic side of Sintra will predominate during this first part of the route, going through 
the town of Sintra up to Monserrate.  We shall then head for the heart of the Sintra hills, whose tropical forest is enveloped by 
dense foliage, crossing small water courses.  Going back to dusty trails, we leave the woodlands and head for Alto da Memória, 
where we can view an endless landscape, an immense ocean, and the Palácio da Pena crowning a peak on the other side of the 
hills.  This is also a tragic place, because it was here that more than 20 Portuguese soldiers lost their lives, engulfed by flames in a 
major fire that devastated this part of the hills.

Afterward, we drive along leafy lanes in the hills to Penedo, a typical country village, with its cottages, and narrow and winding 
streets.  Its church, set on high, is a “national monument” because of the exceptional 17th century tiles decorating its interior.  In 
one of these country villages, we shall have an opportunity to enjoy a wine-tasting (red and white table wines) in a regional wine 
lodge.

Now coming to the end of this trip, we shall make an obligatory stop at Fojo da Adraga, an impressive natural well dug out of the 
cliffs, giving us chance to watch powerful waves crashing against the bottom.  Then, with the horizon within our grasp, we arrive 
at Europe’s westernmost point - Cabo da Roca.

For lunch we suggest Restaurant Curral dos Caprinos or Similar
Situated in the village of Sintra, it is a very informal restaurant, typical Portuguese one but at the same time the food is absolutely 
excellent.After lunch return to the hotel.

Dinner as follows:

RESTAURANT TROMBA RIJA
Typical restaurant with a long tradition on Portuguese cuisine, the food is served as self service and clients will have the opportu-
nity to make a Portuguese food “degustation”

Day 3. (B & L & D)
Go car tour in Lisbon

Breakfast at the hotel
Go car is the first “story teller” car guided by computer.
This charismatic car will not only show you the way ( with a GPS) while you drive but also point you Lisbon’s most important 
attractions and the history facts related to it. With 2 people on board (maximum capacity) this small car’s ride guaranteed fun!
This unique GPS tour route takes in some of the Eastern side of the city, dominated by the Castle and includes some of Lisbon 
most breathtaking highlights.

By taking this tour you will access amazing viewpoints, museums, and neighbourhoods of Lisbon City Center, like Alfama, Graça, 
Sao Jorge Castle, Baixa, the Pantheon, discovering the real inside of one of the few European capitals with both a coast line and a 
river. It provides several detour options that include the unique opportunity to drive inside the private, secluded areas of Lisbon 
neighbourhoods! 



Lunch as follows:

Trindade Beerhouse or Similar is the oldest and internationally considered the most beautiful brewery in Portugal is locat-
ed in the space that was occupied eight centuries ago by the Trindade Convent Refectory. It has four dinning rooms, two of them 
decorated with magnificent Masonic-inspired tile panels from the 19th century designed by Luis Ferreira and another decorated 
with stone mosaic panels from the middle of the 20th century, by Maria Keil.
The space is fascinating and the ambience is informal.
After lunch return to the hotel.

Dinner as follows:

DOCA 6 OR SIMILAR
Overlooking the marine and the bridge, it’s one of the most fashionable spots in Lisbon. The sophisticated yet simple design, re-
lated to the old dock warehouse it once was, reflects the architecture of the area and its relationship with the river Tagus. It has 
international and Portuguese home cooking menus.

Day 4. (B & D)
Full day at leisure

Breakfast at the hotel
FULL day at leisure
Being the last evening in Lisbon 

Dinner as follows:

BLUES CAFÉ - LOCATED IN LISBON BY THE RIVER 

The decor of this place is fantastic; intimacy and sense abundance are what define this restaurant. Jazz, Dance and Lounge are the 
matrix of Blue’s ambience. Filled with warm colors and a gourmet cuisine that offers unique moments. International and recog-
nized cuisine. Near to some discos, the ideal place for those that want to dance or have a drink after dinner.

Day 5. (B & L & D)
Departure from Lisbon

Breakfast at the hotel and check out
Departure from Lisbon to Algarve by bus. It takes about 4 hours with comfort stops including a stop for lunch.
We will be passing by Evora on the way and have lunch there.  
Roman route. Drive across the world’s largest cork region for an exciting journey into the past. When arriving here a walk 
around the streets will help you to enjoy this typical town considered A Unesco World Heritage Site. This town has more listed 
buildings than anywhere in Portugal. Apart from the Roman Temple, there are Moorish alleys medieval city walls, the Romanesque 
Cathedral, the Bones Chapel, the University, a 16th century aqueduct, lots of Renaissance Palaces and a scattering of significant 
Neolithic sites.

Arrival to the Algarve and check in at chosen hotel
On this evening dinner at leisure.



Day 6. (B & L & D)
Discover the Algarve – Jeep Tour

Breakfast at the hotel
Discover the Algarve – Jeep Tour 
You will be shown all over the beautiful Algarve countryside in a chauffeur-driven jeep (on and off-road).  Your driver is also your 
guide and will take you to typical villages in the region, talk about the history of Portugal and the Algarve, flora, fauna and regional 
cuisine; he’ll even offer you the chance to buy ice cold drinks from his onboard cool box.  Or you could just sit back and watch 
the countryside.  This is a sightseeing tour with a difference and one we can guarantee you’ll enjoy!

Duration:  Around 4 hours (Pick up - direct from the hotel)
Clothing: Comfortable cloths and shoes, Sun block & Hat

Lunch and remaining afternoon at leisure
In the evening dinner in the following restaurant (if the group chooses hotel Tivoli Marina guests can walk to and from restau-
rant)

RESTAURANT AKVAVIT or similar
Also located in Vilamoura, this restaurant serves you nice Portuguese and international cuisine, 

Day 7. (B & L & D)
Alte & Silves (Half Day)

Breakfast at the hotel
ALTE & SILVES (Half Day)
Alte- Typical village, Alte is in fact renowned as being one of the prettiest villages in the whole Portugal. Silves – Presumably 
founded by the Phoenicians, the village of Cilpes was,I n the IV century already a notable commercial trading post. The Romans 
also passed through there, but it was under Arab rule that Silves really developed and grew. Xelb (the Arab names for Silves) was 
the capital of the Algarve from the VIII to the XII century and it was the main Algarve port at the time. 

A visit to “Fábrica do Inglês” (the Englishman’s Factory). As the name itself indicates, the original company was created with Eng-
lish capital, diversifying its activity between the productions of corks(predominantly from the so called “fourth phase” of the his-
tory of cork, which can be located chronologically in the 17th century, thanks to the generalization of its use in bottling, i.e. corks 
for glass bottles) and cork boards (the export of which to the center of Europe is already mentioned in the Manueline charter of 
Lisbon). The history of this town which rises in the form of an amphitheatre on a hill 25m high, crowned by it’s Cathedral and the 
magnificent Castle, holds the history of the region we wish to rediscover – the Algarve.
Return to the hotel, lunch and afternoon at leisure.

Dinner as follows:

RESTAURANT PAIXA – Vale de Lobo or Similar
Paixa opened less than two months ago in Vale do Lobo and is already making a name for it. The modern décor in a spacious 
setting, filled with natural light during the day and a cosy atmosphere at night with candlelight and dimmed lights, has left guests 
greatly pleased, many of which already regulars at the restaurant founded by João Lourenço 16 years ago in Loulé – Paixanito. 
This new venue, the owner tells us, is the continuation of the Loulé restaurant, a natural evolution in which the concept of small 
dishes, with a menu of around 40 different tapas carries on.

Day 8 (B & D)
Full Day Leisure

Breakfast at the hotel
Full day at leisure
Dinner at leisure



Day 9 (B & D)
Tavira

Breakfast at the hotel
Tavira along with Lagos is one of the most architecturally attractive towns in the Algarve and its origin dates back to around 
2.000 BC. During the occupation of the Algarve by the Moors this town was considered of great importance due to its fishing in-
dustry. Dom Paio Peres Correia took it from the Moors in anger in 1242 after seven of his principal Knights were killed during a 
period of truce. In the 17th Century the port in its river was of considerable importance, shipping produce such as salt, dried fish 
and wine. Like most of the Algarve its buildings were all virtually destroyed by the earthquake of 1755. The town has since been 
rebuilt with many fine 18th Century fine buildings along with its 37 churches. A Roman bridge links the two parts of the town 
across the River Gilão. The church of Santa Maria do Castelo is built on the site of a Moorish Mosque and in it are the tombs of 
Dom Paio Peres Correia and his seven Knights. Its original economic reliance on the fishing industry has now been surpassed due 
to the change in the migration patterns of the tuna fish. The population is in the region of 20,000 inhabitants supporting a military 
base whilst the surrounding area is still very rural and undeveloped. This is now changing due to the demands of the tourist 
industry and opening of golf courses in the near vicinity. 

The beach for this town lies past the salt pans and is reached by a ferryboat that takes the visitor to the sandy-bar island known 
as Ilha de Tavira.

RESTAURANT A RUÍNA or Similar
Located in Albufeira, about 15 minutes from Vilamoura by coach, this restaurant uses the wall structure from the Tower which 
defended Sant’Ana’s Door, the restaurant A Ruína is open since 1971 - with João and Salomé Lázaro: the art of good hospitality, 
always associated with the development of Albufeira. With four interior rooms, being one of them an ancient well room, in the 
summer you can enjoy the terrace over the beach.

Day 10 (B & D)
Full Day Leisure       

Breakfast at the hotel
We suggest full day at leisure

Final dinner as follows:

RESTAURANT CASA VELHA or Similar
“Casa velha”, as its name indicates (the old house), is the oldest house existing on the luxury resort called “Quinta do Lago”. It 
was the main farmhouse of the agricultural domain. In 1972, this large typically Algarvian building was restored and transformed 
into a restaurant. They have kept the Algarvian style with the floor made of Santa-Catarina paving tiles, the ceiling covered with 
cane held by eucalyptus beam and the great open fire-place. The central part of the house is an open-sky patio, the walls covered 
with bougainvilleas, and where they serve dinners during summer. A French Chef serving French-Mediterranean cuisine manages 
the kitchen. The restaurant is cited in the Red Michelin Guide with 3 red forks..

Departure transfer by bus to Lisbon airport to fly home
