
Day 1. (D)
Arrival Arusha

2010 hrs

On arrival at the Kilimanjaro airport, met by our airport meet and greet team and transferred to The Arusha Hotel.
Situated in the centre of Arusha town, the tourist capital of Tanzania, this historical hotel was first built in 1927 by an American
coffee farmer. Recently the hotel has undergone extensive refurbishment and modernization to provide international travelers
with services and facilities equal to a five star hotel. The Arusha Hotel offers 65 en suite bedrooms with 2 executive suites and a
variety of single, double and inter-leading family rooms. All rooms have direct dial telephone, Internet connection, and television as
well as safes in rooms

Day 2. (B & L & D)
Ngorongoro Conservation Area

0700 hrs   Breakfast at the Arusha Hotel.
0900 hrs    Thereafter check out, depart  for Ngorongoro Conservation area.
1200 hrs   Lunch at Ngorongoro Serena lodge.
1430 hrs    Afternoon, drive to a nearby Maasai village for an authentic cultural experience, through this you will learn hut
                building skills, use of herbs and plants for medicine, fire making skills and also have a sneak preview of the traditional  
                dancing, the Maasai way.
 
Thereafter returning to the Lodge.
Dinner and overnight at the NGORONGORO SERENA LODGE
Close to Olduvai Gorge, “the cradle of mankind”, the stunning Ngorongoro Serena Safari Lodge has been built around the theme
of prehistoric life. Constructed into the crater rim in stone, the walls and terraces are skilfully set to match the existing contours
of the site. The Lodge has 75 en suite rooms, all overlooking the Ngorongoro Crater. Strung around the crater rim, each with its
own rock-enclosed balcony, the rooms feature brass lamps, embossed leather headboards, wildwood mirrors, Maasai carvings and
flamboyant prehistoric wall motifs depicting fleeing giraffes, stylised gazelle and plunging buffalo. Each room draws on a cave-grey,
indigo-blue and jasper-red colour-scheme, is fully air-conditioned and enjoys uninterrupted views over the Crater’s unmatched
splendour.



Day 3. (B & L & D)
Ngorongoro Conservation Area / Serengeti

0700 hrs    Breakfast at the Lodge and check out.
                 Descent to the crater for a morning game drive.

The Ngorongoro Crater is the largest intact caldera (collapsed volcano) in the world. It’s a natural wonder with countless numbers 
of creatures inhabiting the bottom. The crater is a component of the surrounding Conservation Area which comprises 8,300 square 
km, and is art of the larger Serengeti eco-system. From the rim, 2,000 ft. above the floor, one can gaze down through the euphorbia 
forest to the flamingo packed soda lake and the water holes where Maasai herdsman bring their cattle each morning.

The crater is currently home to over twenty endangered black rhinoceros and also provides habitat for numerous lions, hyena,
wildebeest, zebra. eland, gazelles, hippo and more. It’s been said that if you only have one day to spend in Africa, this is the place
to go!

Thereafter the crater tour, depart and drive to Serengeti Conservation area arriving at the Serengeti Serena Lodge in time for
Lunch. Serengeti Serena Safari Lodge is situated on a hill, deep in the heart of Central Serengeti. Designed in a rugged, rustic 
carved wood and stone style, it follows the age old African theme of thatched circular huts set out as a village. Local materials 
are used throughout, and all 66 bedrooms have stunning views of the Serengeti wilderness. Each room is accommodated in a 
stonebuilt,traditionally-thatched ‘Rondavel’, featuring natural stone bathrooms, wildwood balconies, rope-lashed staircases, leopard 
print drapes and intricately carved furniture, the overall effect of which is a unique blend of authentic ethnicity and world-class 
elegance.

As for the views, from lilac-streaked sunrise to diamond-domed night, the sensational Serengeti delivers a series of timeless volcanic 
vistas that are the best.

1530 hrs     Afternoon, game drives in the vast Serengeti plains.
                 Dinner and overnight at the SERENGETI SERENA LODGE.
 
Day 4. (B & L & D)
Serengeti

Morning and afternoon game drives in Serengeti.
All meals and overnight at SERENGETI SERENA LODGE.

Day 5. (B & L & D)
Lake Manyara

Breakfast at the lodge; thereafter drive to Lake Manyara Serena Lodge for lunch,

The Lodge is dramatically set on the edge of the Mto wa Mbu escarpment, Lake Manyara Serena offers breathtaking views of the 
Great Rift Valley and beautiful Manyara Soda Lake. Built in the traditional African circular theme, it is free flowing and graceful, with 
hardly a single straight line in its design. The lodge has a total of 67 en-suite guest rooms The circular, closely-thatched rooms echo 
the traditional Maasai ‘Boma’ style of construction whilst featuring a vibrant interior design concept that reflects the Maasai peo-
ple’s abiding love of brilliant scarlet-and-indigo checked ‘Shukas’ (cloaks) and bright yellow, white, blue and orange beadwork. Each 
room has a private veranda and breathtaking views of the shimmering reaches of the flamingo-frosted Lake.

1530 hrs     Afternoon drive to Manyara National park for game drives.
                 Dinner and overnight at LAKE MANYARA SERENA LODGE



Day 6. (B & L & D)
Amboseli National Park

0700 hrs    Breakfast at the Lodge, today you wind up your tour of Tanzania, drive to Arusha and transfer to Namanga boarder        
                 with picnic lunches.
1400 hrs    Upon arrival at the Namanga border, you will be met by your Kenyan based driver guides and assisted with the immigra 
                 tion clearance from Tanzania to Kenya. Thereafter depart and drive to the Amboseli National Park.

Arriving at the park with a game drive enroute.

Dinner and overnight at the AMBOSELI SERENA LODGE
Amboseli Serena Lodge is located in the heart of Amboseli National Park. The architecture is unique in that each room is crafted
in a manner reminiscent of a Maasai hut. The spacious common areas are inviting and there is a well stocked gift shop for brows-
ing and shopping. There are daily lectures about Maasai life and culture, conducted by a local Maasai elder. Kilimanjaro can be seen
from the lodge grounds.

Day 7. (B & L & D)
Amboseli National Park

0600 hrs    Early wake up call with tea/coffee available at the dining area.
0630 hrs    Early morning game drive in the National Park returning to your lodge for full breakfast.

A game drive through Amboseli take you across this vast lakebed often dry, but still very swampy in areas. Amboseli is best known 
for its great herds of elephant you’ll often find many of them standing knee deep in the water, spraying themselves to keep cool. 
But there’s a lot of other game here too cheetah, buffalo, giraffe, many types of gazelle and other plains game and it’s all set against 
the amazing backdrop of majestic Mount Kilimanjaro showing all its glory.

1030 hrs    Mid morning at leisure
1230 hrs    Lunch at your lodge or camp
1530 hrs    Afternoon game drive in the National Park.
              
Dinner and overnight at the AMBOSELI SERENA LODGE (FB)

Day 8. (B & L & D)
Nairobi – Maasai Mara

0600 hrs    Early breakfast and depart with a game drive enroute back to Nairobi.
1200 hrs    On arrival in Nairobi, have lunch at one of the Nairobi hotel’s.
1400 hrs    Transfer to the Wilson airport affording enough time to check in for your schedule flight to the Maasai Mara.
1500 hrs    Depart on schedule flight Wilson / Maasai Mara flight

This scenic flight will take you over the Great Rift Valley and some of the vast forests that once covered all of Western Kenya. 
There are a number of airstrips serving the camps and lodges in the Mara and your flight may stop at one or more of them.

1545 hrs    On arrival, you will be met by your safari drivers and transferred to Mara Serena Lodge with an afternoon game
                 drive enroute to the camp.
                 Dinner and overnight at MARA SERENA LODGE



The Mara, as it’s popularly referred to, is Kenya’s most frequented wildlife viewing area. Situated about 180 kms from Nairobi the 
name means “Spotted Plain” in the language of the Maasai, the colourful and interesting tribe which inhabits the surrounding areas. 
The Maasai have been living in harmony with nature and wildlife for centuries and it is mostly due to their beliefs and traditions that 
the area is still rich in wildlife. Whilst staying in the Maasai Mara, it’s possible to visit an authentic manyatta or village for insights into 
the culture and lifestyle of the Maasai. During the seasonal migrations, the Mara is home to up to half a million Wildebeest and an 
equally impressive number of zebra who move into the area from neighbouring Tanzania. These large numbers of animals give rise 
to a proportionate number of predators, especially the big cats. Lion, cheetah, leopard and hyena roam the vast grassy plains on the 
lookout for their next meal. It may be an unsuspecting impala or gazelle or even something small like a warthog or African hare. 

Whatever the players, the spectacle of nature unfolding is always awesome. Here it’s also possible to observe; elephant, giraffe, 
baboon, African buffalo, eland, ostrich, bat-eared fox, jackal and sometimes the rare rhino. The rivers a bound with hippos and 
crocodiles.

Day 9 (B & L & D)

0600hrs       Wake up call with tea/coffee and cookies at the dining area.
                  Early morning game drive returning to the lodge for a hearty breakfast.
                  Rest of Morning at leisure by the pool.

1230hrs      Lunch at the Lodge.
1530hrs       Afternoon game drive in the reserve.

Dinner and overnight at MARA SERENA LODGE.
This lodge is an architectural interpretation of a Maasai village where each room looks like a rounded hut. Perched on top of a
hill which affords endless views of the rolling plains below, the lodge has a swimming pool, gift shop and evening activities. Meals
are served on the terrace overlooking a waterhole and the changing shifts of wildlife, which frequent it.

Day 10 (B & L )

0600 hrs     Early wake up for tea/ coffee at the dining area.
0630 hrs     Early morning game drive returning to the Lodge for full Breakfast.
1200 hrs     Early lunch at the Lodge
1330 hrs     Depart and drive back to Nairobi.
1700 hrs     Arrival in Nairobi and transferred to the Carnivore Restaurant for your farewell dinner.
2030 hrs     Thereafter, depending on your flight departure time, you will be transferred to the Jomo Kenyatta International
                  Airport for your flight back home.
